GENERAL POWER OF ATTORNEY

I, the undersigned _____________________________________________ of ___________________________________________________, born on ___________________________, do hereby appoint __________________ ___________________________ of ________________________________ (hereinafter called “the Agent”) to be my lawful agent for managing and transacting my business and affairs in the Republic of South Africa and in __________________, with full power and authority and in my name and for my account and benefit.
1.
To receive debts, gifts, legacies


To demand, sue for and recover from any person or persons all debts, sums of money and goods whatsoever which now are or which at any time hereafter may be due, owing, payable or belonging to me by any right whatsoever and also every gift and bequest which may at any time hereafter be given or bequeathed to me or otherwise become due or be payable to me and upon receipt thereof to make, sign and deliver such receipts and releases.

2.
To settle accounts


To settle any account or reckoning whatsoever wherein I now am, or at any time hereafter shall be in any way interested or concerned, with any person whomsoever and to pay or receive the balance thereof as the case may require.

3.
To collect and receive mortgage money


To collect and receive any sum of money which is or may become due and payable to me by virtue of any mortgage, pledge or other security and on receipt thereof to issue sufficient receipts and to sign and execute any release of property which shall have been mortgaged or pledged as security therefor including power to sign any consent to cancellation of any mortgage bond and to sign any cancellation of any cession of rights ceded to me by way of security and to deliver any properties pledged and delivered to me upon payment in full of the debt thus secured to the person concerned and also to consent to such alteration of the conditions of the said securities as the Agent shall think fit.

4.
To compound or compromise claims


To compound with, or make allowance to any person in respect of the said debts or any other debt or demand whatsoever which is now, or may at any time hereafter become due or payable to me, and to receive any composition or dividend thereof, and to give receipt, releases or other discharges for the whole of the said debts, sums or demands, and to settle or compromise every such debt or demand and every other claim or dispute which may presently subsist or may hereafter arise between me and any person, and to allow time for the payment of any such debt or demand (with or without security) upon such terms as the Agent shall think fit.

5.
To submit claims to arbitration


To submit to arbitration all claims, demands and disputes which may presently subsist or which may at any time hereafter arise between me and any person and, for the purposes of such arbitration, to make the necessary appointments and sign and execute all acts, deeds of submission or other instruments that may be necessary or usual for that purpose.

6.
To prove in insolvency or in winding-up


To make any affidavit or other proof of any debt or debts due, or claimed to be due to me in any proceedings taken or hereafter to be taken for or in respect of the sequestration of the estate of any person or firm or in respect of the judicial management or winding-up of any company, and to attend all meetings of creditors under any such proceedings and to propose, second or vote for or against any resolution or resolutions at any such meeting, and generally to act for me and exercise any of my rights in all proceedings, whether by way of sequestration, judicial management or winding-up or composition, which may be taken against, or for the relief of any debtor of mine as the Agent shall in his absolute discretion see fit.

7.
To defend and commence proceedings


To accept service of any summons or other legal process and to enter an appearance; to defend any action or other legal proceedings against me or in which I am concerned; to make any counterclaim therein and to consent to judgment or suffer judgment to be given against me by default in such proceedings as the Agent or his advisors shall think fit, and commence any action or other legal proceedings for such relief as the Agent or his advisors shall think necessary for the recovery or protection of my property or rights and to prosecute, discontinue, abandon or compromise any such action or proceedings and to appeal against any judgment or decision of any court or tribunal in any such action or proceedings.

8.
To collect rentals


To demand, recover and receive from all present and future tenants or occupiers of my property all rentals and sums of money payable by them from time to time and to give receipts therefor and to make to such tenants or occupiers all such allowances in respect of rates, taxes, repairs and other expenditure as may be provided for in their respective leases or as may otherwise be just and reasonable and to take all necessary steps, whether by action or otherwise, to recover any rentals or other sums of money in arrear.

9.
To incur expenditure


To pay all rates, taxes, charges, expenses and other expenditure whatsoever payable by me on account of my property and to insure any buildings or other property thereon against loss or damage by fire and other risks as the Agent shall think necessary and desirable and to pay all premiums for such insurances.

10.
To grant leases


To grant leases of any land, houses or other property belonging to me or with which I am entitled to deal, to such persons, at such rentals and upon such terms as the Agent shall think fit, and to give to any such persons occupation or possession thereof and to accept surrenders of leases and, for these purposes, to make and sign all leases and other instruments as may be necessary or desirable.

11.
To enter upon property


To enter as often as the Agent shall think fit upon my said property or any part of it to view the state of repair thereof and as the result of such view to require any tenant to remedy any want of repair or abate any nuisance existing thereon.

12.
To enforce conditions


To enforce all conditions in any lease affecting my said property and, whenever the right to take possession of any of my property arises, whether under the conditions contained in any lease or by virtue of a notice to quit, to exercise such right and to take possession himself or by his agent, or to take legal proceedings for the ejectment of the tenant and to recover possession.

13.
To serve notices on tenants


To give to tenants and occupiers of my property notices of termination of leases, of expropriation thereof, to repair it, or to abate any nuisance on the property concerned, and to remedy any breach of the conditions of any lease or for any other purpose whatsoever.

14.
To cancel leases and sue for ejectment


If necessary, to cancel any lease of any of my property and to take all legal proceedings necessary in respect of such cancellation or for the ejectment of the tenant.

15.
To make applications to authorities


To make and sign applications to the appropriate government department, provincial, local or other competent authority for all licenses, permissions and consents required by any act of parliament, provincial ordinance, municipal by-law, order, regulation or otherwise in connection with the management and improvement of my said property including the recovery of compensation, where such is recoverable, with power to give receipts and full discharges therefor.

16.
To deal with expropriation


To oppose, or otherwise deal with any proposal or notice to expropriate any of my property or rights, or to acquire the same by compulsory purchase, or to deal with such property or rights under any statutory power of any authority and to take all necessary proceedings arising therefrom including any appeal in connection therewith.
17.
To sell, mortgage


To sell (either by public auction or by private treaty) or exchange all or any part of my movable or immovable property (including claims and other mining rights of all kinds) for such consideration, and subject to such terms and conditions as the Agent may think fit, and to issue receipts for all or any portion of the purchase price or other consideration, with the power to mortgage, charge, pledge or otherwise deal with my movable or immovable property or any part thereof as the Agent may think fit, and to sign and execute any contract, deed of sale, declaration, power of attorney, cession or other documents as may be necessary in connection with such sale or mortgage; and also to deal with such property for the purpose of paying off, reducing, consolidating or making substitution for any existing or future mortgage, charge or pledge thereof or of any part thereof; and to consent to making any cession of, or alteration of the terms of any existing or future mortgage, charge or pledge of the same or any part thereof as the Agent shall think fit and as fully and effectually as I could have done, and, in connection with any such sale, mortgage, pledge or charge, to employ and remunerate any valuer.

18.
To purchase or lease property


To purchase, hire or otherwise acquire such immovable property or rights therein as the Agent may think desirable and to sign and execute any contract, deed, power of attorney, lease, declaration or other documents as may be necessary in connection therewith.

19.
To enforce mortgages and pledges


To enforce all conditions and stipulations, and to exercise any power contained in any mortgage bond in my favour as mortgagee or in any document whereby movable property is pledged to me, or any other rights conferred upon me as mortgagee or pledgee of any property and, for these purposes, to commence and prosecute any action or other proceeding in any court, to serve notices and to take any other steps which I am or shall be entitled to take to enforce the security of any such mortgage or pledge.

20.
To deal with trespassers


To warn off and prohibit and, if necessary, to proceed in due form of law against all trespassers on my property and to take appropriate steps, whether by action or otherwise, to abate nuisances upon or affecting such property.

21.
To effect improvements to property


To alter, improve or otherwise deal with any land, buildings or other property belonging to me or with which I am entitled to deal.
22.
To do all acts expedient for management of property


Generally to do all such acts and things as may be necessary or expedient in connection with the management of my property as fully and effectually as I myself could do.

23.
To accept compensation


To accept any compensation payable to me in respect of the exercise of any statutory power in connection with my property.

24.
To act in connection with deceased estates


To attend meetings of persons having an interest in any deceased estate with which I may be concerned as next of kin, heir, legatee, beneficiary, creditor or otherwise; to vote for the appointment of any executor or executors dative, to do whatsoever may be required to prove any claim that I may have against such estate and generally to act for me in all matters pertaining to such estate.

25.
To exercise (as far as legally possible) fiduciary powers


To exercise any power or duty vested in me, whether solely or jointly with another or others, as executor, administrator, trustee or in any other fiduciary capacity (including powers and trusts to sell or lease land and to receive and give valid receipts for money), so far as such power or duty is validly delegated.
26.
To apply for shares


To make application in my name for shares in any company or syndicate, to receive such shares as may be allotted to me and to sign any memorandum or articles of association or other documents requiring the signature of members or shareholders.

27.
To exercise shareholder’s privileges


To appear in person or by proxy at meetings of any company or syndicate in which I may now or hereafter hold shares, stock or debentures and which I am or may be entitled to attend, and to vote thereat or otherwise to act as my proxy or representative in respect of any such shares, stock or debentures, and generally to exercise for me and in my name all rights and privileges and perform all duties which I may now or hereafter have as holder of such shares, stock or debentures or as otherwise being interested in any company or companies.

28.
To buy and sell shares


To buy, sell and exchange shares, stock and debentures and to sign the necessary transfers and other documents to pass title thereto.

29.
To enter into and dissolve partnerships


For me and in my name to enter into any partnership, dissolve or liquidate any partnership and to sell or transfer any partnership property.
30.
To open and operate banking accounts


To open and operate any banking account in my name, to overdraw such account and to provide such security as may be required for any such overdraft.

31.
To draw cheques, bills of exchange


To draw, sign and endorse cheques, to draw, accept and endorse bills of exchange and promissory notes.
32.
To open and operate building society accounts


In my name to deposit money and open and operate any account with any building society or other institution authorised by law to accept money on deposit and to sign any documents that may be necessary in connection with such deposits and accounts.

33.
To make investments


To invest money on my behalf in such manner and upon such security as the Agent may think fit  to alter, vary or dispose of any of the investments as the Agent may think fit and to receive and give receipts for any income or dividend arising from such investments.

34.
To borrow money


To borrow from any person or persons any sums of money which the Agent may think fit to borrow for any of the purposes of my property or affairs and on such terms and either with or without security as the Agent shall think fit.
35.
To carry on or wind up a business


To carry on or wind up my business of _______________________ at ________________ and, in connection therewith, to use the premises in which the same is or shall be carried on with the same power of dealing with stock, capital and effects, of entering into business engagements, or increasing or diminishing capital and generally of transacting the affairs of the said business as I myself have or shall have.

36.
To give guarantees


To guarantee payment of any liability or indebtedness of others, to bind me as surety in solidum and as co-principal debtor under renunciation of the benefits of division and excussion.
37.
To engage and dismiss servants


To engage, employ and dismiss any agents, clerks, servants or other persons in or about the performance of the purposes of this deed as the Agent may think fit and to pay to such persons such wages, salary, commission, bonuses or other remuneration as the Agent shall think proper, and to insure against any liability to any workmen or servants arising under any statute or otherwise.
38.
To pay household and other expenses


To pay so much of my income as the Agent shall think fit, but not exceeding R.......... (..........RAND) per month, in discharge of my ordinary domestic expenses and in the maintenance of my family and household and, in case of necessity, to apply capital for such purposes, the decision whether any such necessity has arisen being in the sole and absolute discretion of the Agent.

39.
To pay subscriptions


In the Agent’s discretion to pay such subscriptions to charities, clubs and professional, social or other associations as I have been in the habit of paying and to make such other payments by way of charity as in the circumstances the Agent shall believe that I would have made had I been present.

40.
To execute deeds


To sign and execute any deed or instrument in writing for all or any of the purposes of this deed or otherwise as effectually as I might or could do if personally present.

41.
To choose domicilium citandi et executandi


To choose domicilium citandi et executandi on my behalf.

42.
To do all necessary acts


In general to do and suffer all acts and execute all deeds whatsoever in or about my property and affairs, and concur with persons jointly interested with myself therein, doing and suffering all acts and executing all deeds herein either particularly or generally described, as amply and effectually to all intents and purposes as I could do in my own person if this deed had not been made.
43.
To take joint action


In the case of all the foregoing powers, in respect of any property held by me with other persons, whether as joint owners, joint tenants or otherwise, to join with such other persons as may be necessary or advisable in the exercise of all or any of the foregoing powers, and similarly, where such powers can be more effectively exercised by joining with the owners or occupiers of adjoining or neighbouring property, to join with such persons, and in all such cases to apportion any money to be received or expended and where such money is received to give a good discharge for any apportioned part.

44.
Power to appoint substitutes


I hereby grant to the Agent power to appoint a substitute or substitutes, and as the Agent deems fit to displace or remove the same and appoint another or others.



AND


Appointment of second agent  In the event of the Agent dying, or becoming incapable of acting or refusing to act, or in the event of his estate being sequestrated, I appoint ___________________________ to be my true and lawful agent from and immediately after the happening of any of the said events, to act in and manage all my affairs in the same or like manner in all respects as the Agent could have done, and I accordingly grant to and vest in the said _________________________, as from the date of such event, the powers and authorities in or concerning my affairs in all respects as are hereinbefore given to, or vested in the Agent, and as if the name of the said _______________________ had throughout this deed been inserted instead of the name of the Agent.


AND


Ratification; protection of persons dealing with agent and substitutes to agent  I hereby ratify and confirm and promise at all times to allow, ratify and confirm all and whatsoever the Agent or the said _________________________ shall lawfully do or cause to be done in or about my affairs by virtue hereof, including anything which shall be done between the revocation of this deed by my death or any other manner and notice of such revocation reaching the Agent or the said ___________________________.


AND I hereby declare that as against me and persons claiming under me everything which the Agent or the said _______________________________ shall lawfully do or cause to be done in pursuance of this deed after such revocation as aforesaid shall be valid and effectual in favour of any person claiming the benefit thereof and acting in good faith who, before the doing thereof, shall not have had express notice of such revocation.

AND I hereby agree to indemnify the Agent and the said __________________________ against all costs, charges, expenses and losses which the Agent and the said _______________________ may incur in the lawful execution of the powers hereby conferred upon them.
